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The Truth on the [Nationalist Question.

A
 regular and systematic agitation against Hun­

gary has been carried on for several years past 
in the foreign press, with the object of putting in 

an unfavourable light the legislative measures enacted 
for the government of the. alien Nationalities of this 
country. By such means it is hoped to hold up 
Hungary before the civilised world as an oppressor 
of the various Nationalities under her sway. To tis

Hungarians it is of the utmost importance that the 
English, at least, should be enlightened, and that 
they — who in many trying periods of our history 
have extended to us their valuable sympathy — 
should know the truth about these false and mali­
cious reports.

As it would be impossible to refute all the 
accusations against Hungary within the iimited space 
of your columns, 1 shall content myself with merely 
drawing your readers' attention to the main points
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and dealing with the sub­
ject in its broad outlines.

In Europe there are se­
veral states the population 
of which consists of va­
rious races. In Russia, for 
instance, Poles and others 
live in considerable num­
bers. In Germany, Poles,
Danes, and French form 
a large percentage of the 
population. Further, in 
Austria and Roumania in­
habitants cf a foreign 
mother-tongue are also nu­
merous.

If we carefully investigate 
the legislation of foreign 
countries in their dealings 
with their alien nationali­
ties, we find that the laws 
of Russia, Germany, and 
Roumania are far more 
rigourous and less tolerant 
as regards the languages 
than the laws of Hungary.
As for the Roumanians of 
Hungary who, supported 
by the Roumanians at home, are loudest in their 
outcry against. «Hungarian oppression», it may be 
said that they enjoy far more liberal treatment in 
this country than do Hungarians in Roumania.

Nationalised Hungarians and others in Roumania,

especially in Moldavia, are 
prohibited the use of their 

mother - tongue in the 
schools, churches, and law 
courts, whereas in Hun­
gary there are no such 
restrictions; and Rouma­
nians enjoy in every respect 
the benefit of their verna­
cular.

Another striking example 
of their aversion to us is 
that the Roumanian autho­
rities have placed an Italian 
bishop at the head of the 
Hungarian church in their 
country! Neither priests 
nor congregation are al­
lowed to use the Hunga­
rian language in their reli­
gious services; the same 
prohibition applies also to 
the schools and munici­
palities exclusively Hunga­
rian.

On the other hand the 
position of the Roumanians 
in Hungary is entirely dif­

ferent. They may use their language without let or 
hindrance. In all their schools and churches the lan­
guage used is exclusively Roumanian; and in the 
law courts Roumanian litigants are heard in the 
Roumanian tongue. Those zealous persons who fill

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the foreign press with com­
plaints against Hungary 

should be aware of these 
facts.

Austria deals differently 
with her subjects on the lan­
guage question. Though Ger­
mans are in a considerable 
minority, yet the Austrian 
Government insists on the 
supremacy of the German 
tongue. It is the official lan­
guage of the army and navy 
and all Government depart­
ments, notwithstanding the 
incessant discord between the 
various Nationalities compos­
ing the Austrian Empire 
now and again allayed by the 
granting of some slight con­
cession. It is only now that 
the policy of the Austrian 
Government is beginning to 
lose its significance, and the 
Government finds it more 
difficult to cope with racial 
disturbances, which havenever 
been so serious nor so frequent as in these days. 
Outbreaks in Austrian Poland are assuming alarming 
proportions, while on the other hand the quarrels 
of the Germans, Poles, and Italians in southern 
Austria are often a danger to the public safety ; 
they are not seldom at open war with each other.

The Hungarian State will naturally do everything 
possible to settle racial differences on its territories. 
It may further be said with 
certainly that the great ma­
jority of its citizens of alien 
race are perfectly satisfied 
with their condition. The 
trouble comes only from 
unscrupulous agitators who 
are endeavouring to thrust 
themselves into notoriety and 
obtain power over the people 
whose cause they profess to 
champion.

Important Hungarian Invention.

realised by any not possessing their own phleg­
matic temperament.

The French are more temperate than their neigh­
bours. Among the Huguenots Christmas was a day 
of rejoicing, family festivity, and neighbourly greet­
ing. They drank but little of spirits, and the mild 
character of their wines but served to aid digestion. 
Drunkenness was rarely known. The giving of 
presents at Christmas was a more prominent feature 
with them than with others; and unlike the English 
and Dutch, whose gifts were usually of something 
to eat or drink, they gave articles of permanent 
value lace made by delicate fingers, fans, screens, 
embroidered cushions and foot-stools. Now the 
New Year's Day has practically superceded Christ­
mas as an important festival.

Throughout Italy Christmas is celebrated with 
great pomp and ceremony, especially in Rome and 
Naples. In «the Eternal City» the festivities are 
largely of a religious Character. On Christmas 
Eve the Piazza di Navona, with its beautiful 
fountain, is the centre of attraction, and there all 
sorts of things may be bought. The people, full 
of animation, move hither and thither, and in their 
bright-hued dresses present a lively scene. The 
midnight mass at the church of Santa Maria Mag­
giore is the chief religious attraction. Before the 
sword of Garibaldi cut off the temporal power 
the pope was always present with a brilliant suite

tended to all ranks of the Italian people, so that 
today the «supper» always follows the religious 
observances.

Every Neapolitan would think he failed in his 
duty if on Christmas Eve he did not dine with 
his family. If on all other days of the year he 
dines at his club or cafe, on Christmas Eve he 
must dine at home, when the traditional vermicelli 
and eels are always placed on the table. The 
poorest people will pawn almost all they have to 
celebrate the «Santa Natale» with a good supper. 
I he balconies display illuminations and fireworks, 
and lively talk and boisterous laughter indicate 
the general happiness and good humour. The 
amount of sweets and cakes consumed at the 
Christmas festival is enormous. Families are known 
to order half a Ion, out of which they make pre­
sents to their friends.

In some country villages of Italy a curious 
custom prevails: On the day before Christmas the 
peasant women drag all the old bachelors they 
can lay hands on to the village church, where 
they administer to them a sound drubbing with 
their fists, as a gentle hint that it is their duty to 
take to themselves wives.

In Denmark there are still strange customs which 
have come down from pre-Christian times. In the 
days when Odin and I hor were worshipped it was 
customary to tie a sheaf of corn to the gables of the
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houses, as a feed for Odin’s war-horse, Sieipner. 
This sheaf is still hung out at Christmas, only 
now it is for Santa Claus’s horse, with whom 
children all the world over are well acquainted.

In Germany, as in Hungary and Austria, every 
house has its Christmas tree, and there is much 
music and carol-singing.

In south-eastern Europe there are various singular 
Christmas customs. Among the Servians and Monte­
negrins it is the general custom for each family to 
choose a youth of their acquaintance as the «polaz- 
nik» or Christmas guest. As he approaches a house 
he calls out «Christ is born!» «Welcome», is the 
answer, as the «guest» enters the house and wishes 
the inmates good fortune and happiness. On leaving, 
the polaznik is presented with the leggings and 
socks peculiar to the mountaineers of this part of 
the world. On New Year’s Day (called «Little 
Christmas») «St. Basil cakes» are eaten, and also a 
dainty called «the cake for the she-bear», the origin 
and significance of which are unknown to the writer.

We might easily prolong this article, but space 
forbids; so we will conclude by wishing the readers 
of «Hungary» all the world o'er «A Merry Christ­
mas and A Happy New Year».

Current English Literature.
Reminiscences of a Stonemason.

By a Working Man. (Murray. 63. net.)

T
his is a plain unadorned story of a working 
man who uses his head as well as his hands. 

The book has the stamp of veracity and the narra­
tive style is simple and picturesque. The impression

the toil of a working man’s lot, he has got some­
thing out of life — some satisfaction, even some joy.

The International Law Association's

Interesting Incident.

URiNG the recent visit of a very distinguished 
company of jurists to Budapest on the occa­

sion of the conference of the International Law 
Association, the United Kingdom furnished a large 
number of members including Mr. Justice Philli- 
more, Sir Thomas Barclay, Sir W. Runciman, Sir 
Horatio H. Shephard, Mr. Th. Baty, Mr. W. F. 
Hamilton K. C, to mention only a few names, who 
together with their confreres from nearly all other 
European countries united their efforts to further 
the cause of International Law.

There were meetings held daily and much useful 
work was no doubt done in the service of the lofty 
ideals of this Association 1o promote a closer union 
and a better understanding among nations by bring­
ing about a greater conformity in their laws and 
instituions.
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But there were also hours of relaxation devoted 
to social intercourse, affording members an oppor­
tunity of becoming personally acquainted with each 
other and of seeing some of the most interesting 
sights of the Hungarian capital.

Among the arrangements made for the foreign 
visitors an interesting excursion deserves special 
mention. This excursion was to the establish­
ment of the firm of Andreas Saxlehner, with 
the springs which yield the famous Hunyadi János 
Water.

Scots were to be planted in Magyarland, to diffuse 
their notions on the achievement of success in 
business». Mr. Stead believes that the policy of 
sending Magyar youths to England to imbibe the 
English business spirit and methods is a capital 
one, and would be of immense value in raising 
the commercial standard of Hungary a consum­
mation most heartily desired of every true Hun­
garian. There is a great deal of latent business 
capacity in the Hungarian, which if turned to 
account should enable him to hold his own in the 
great world of commerce, and make Hungary great 
and prosperous in the not far distant future.

Anti-Duelling Movement in fdungary.

During the last few years serious alltempts have 
been made in various European countries to abolish 
the barbarous custom of duelling. The guiding
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spirit of this commendable humanitarian movement 
is His Royal Highness Don Alfonso of Bourbon, 
who with the utmost zeal and energy pursues this 
noble ideal, inspiring and encouraging the several 
anti-duelling societies, mostly founded under his 
auspices. So far the greatest success has been 
attained in Spain and Italy. In both these countries 
the sovereigns themselves not only take a great 
personal interest in the movement, but have even 
taken the step of according their august patronage 
to the anti-duelling societies and leagues in their 
dominions.

Hungary is following the excellent example. The 
president of the Hungarian Anti-Duelling League, 
Mr. Aristid Dessewffy, and his secretary Mr. Gergely
